Many of those [ meet overseas who have had formal training tell us that their schools never taught them the gospel.
Instead, they get the opinions of various theologians on issues or classes on how to do miracles and heal people. They do
not get the Word of God, much less the gospel of grace.

That means we have a lot of work to do. When we bring GraceLife Institute training, these pastors learn and rejoice in
biblical truth, especially the message of God’s unconditional love and grace. Consider what Ghanaian pastor Tetteh says,

"l am very grateful to the Lord for the benefits I derived from the training of the Hermeneutics class taught by Dr. Charlie
Bing. By the grace of God I am now able to divide the word of God rightly and interpret it and apply it correctly. I have studied
Bible study methods in previous years but this class will help me to improve more on my studies and preparations for teaching
and preaching of God's word to my people.”

In January our team of Gracelife Institute instructors (Jim Brace, John
Salvesen, Rich Keller, Steve Hill, Charlie) were in Myanmar to train pastors. At
the same time, a group from Steve’s church helped build a boys’ dormitory for §
a children’s home. John and Charlie taught pastors in the north at a second
conference. The Chin translation of Charlie’s book, Grace, Salvation, and
Discipleship, was given to all those trained. The team also saw many
professions of faith in Jesus Christ as Savior in church meetings.

In February, Charlie taught 34 students at the Word of
Life Bible Institute in the Philippines and spoke at a pastors’ conference attended by
about 100 people. He gave away 50 of his books to students and pastors.

to India in March to teach fifty pastors the grace message
with our partner, Daniel Oswald of Crossworld Ministries,
India. This training will cost GraceLife over $8000.

In June, Zimabawe in southeast Africa becomes the
newest country to host GracelLife Institute.

Fred Amoah Darko and Lovemore Mpala of Ambasadors for Christ International while their wives minister to the
pastors’ wives. The week of training will cost about $9000.

Gracelife Institute returns to Ghana (West Africa) in July with instructors Ron Hoffman, Tim Hill, Troy Cather,
Mark Haywood, and Charlie to train pastors and leaders for Fred Amoah Darko of Ambassadors for Christ
International. This week of training will cost over $9000.
